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Masterclass: Finger-painting 
 
This is not just for children. Fin-
ger-painting can look highly effec-
tive and adds a fun element to a 
piece of pottery. Finger-painting 
lends itself to all types of subjects 
including people and animals but 
also trains, cars and seasonal 
themes.  
 
Once the basic shape has been 
painted using the finger or finger-
tip, it can be enhanced with 
touches from a thin paint brush. 

Wednesday 31 October 2007 is a date for your diary. The witches will be out on their 
broomsticks and concoctions will be brewing.  
 
Younger witches and wizards are invited to The Clay Studio’s first Kidz Halloween Party.

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Kidz Painting Academy sessions 

The Painting Academy also runs regular Kidz courses during school holidays.

Each course costs just £45 with advance booking essential. Each piece of pottery is chosen on a 
week-by-week basis with 25% discount on the Studio’s recommended piece.   
 
Come along and learn some new 
skills, paint your own Christmas presents and, most importantly, have a fun time.
